PACeS Proposal
PACeS is an Alberta SDA online School, owned and operated by the Alberta SDA conference.  We have been granted by the government of Alberta permission to provide Adventist online K-12 education across Canada.

The K-5 program provides the subject materials needed for each grade on the PACeS website plus a class time once a week with classmates and a teacher in a virtual classroom.  The parent/guardian oversees the assignments and submits required materials (portfolio) three times a year for grading purposes.

The grade 6 program works the same as the K-5 program, except they meet twice a week.

The grades 7-9 program provides the subject materials needed for each grade on the PACeS website and meets with the class and a teacher for 1 hour each day (Monday-Thursday) in the virtual classroom. The assignments are submitted electronically to the teacher for grading.  
The subject materials needed for grades 10-12 are contained on the PACeS website. The students meet daily (Monday – Thursday) with their classes and the teachers for each subject taken. The assignments are submitted electronically to the teachers for grading.

The cost for this program is as follows:

K-6 - $1500 per year or $150 per month

Grade 7-9 - $2000 per year or $200 per month

Grade 10-12 - $2500 per year or $250 per month ($75 per credit if not taking complete course load)
